Visitation

Some women and couples are involved in visiting
newcomers, seniors, those who are sick or shut-in,
and anyone who needs an encouraging visit.

Special Events

The Women’s Leadership Team initiates the
planning of one or two annual events such as a
Women's Christmas Brunch and a spring event.
Other volunteers help plan these events as
needed.

Social Events

A Social Committee puts
together a schedule of fun
events for the whole
congregation to enjoy, such as a
bowling night, a “Guess Who's
Coming to Dinner” evening, and
a “mall manhunt.”

Women’s Retreat
The Leadership Team
organizes a retreat every two
years or so at a nearby retreat
centre.

Practical Ministries

Nursery
The nursery provides a safe and clean
environment for the care of our children. The

nursery coordinator schedules nursery volunteers,

stocks nursery supplies, and arranges for
replacement and cleaning of toys as needed.

Wedding / Baby Showers

Wedding showers are held for any church
member who is getting married. A baby
shower is held for the first child born

into a family while attending Crestwood.

Flowers / Gifts

Flowers are given to members who celebrate a
significant wedding anniversary, to those who are
ill in hospital for more than a day or two, and to
those that have experienced bereavement.

Kitchen

The kitchen coordinator arranges for purchase of
kitchen supplies, and monitors the fridges and
cupboards for maintenance and cleaning.

Library
The library is open for borrowing on Sunday
during fellowship time.

Interior Decorating

A small committee oversees the furnishing and
decorating needs of the church, such as furniture,
paint colors, banners, and decorating for church
seasons.

Lost and Found
The lost and found box is monitored and
occasionally the overflow is brought to a thrift

store, after church members are alerted to collect

their belongings.

Hospitality Ministries

Sunday Coffee Fellowship
This ministry provides an
opportunity for refreshment
and hospitality to our visitors
and members on Sunday
morning between the
worship service and

Christian education. Q/ )
Almost every church \/

family is on a team to

provide refreshments.

Host Families

Host families offer a "lunch open house" for
visitors who come to Crestwood on Sunday.

Hospitality Meals

A coordinator calls on various individuals to
provide a meal for families who have been blessed
with a new baby, or families experiencing illness.

Meals for Special Events

A Thanksgiving dinner is held

for the entire congregation
in October. Other meals

for special occasions may

also be planned by the
women at Crestwood.

Hobbema Meals
Soup is provided weekly for the Jesus Church
ministry in Hobbema.
